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Each player must be a Member or
Program Member and 18 years of age
or older to play in the league. In an
effort to make games fair and
competitive, officials will be checking
IDs and rosters before each game. If
you do not have your ID and you are
not on the roster, you will not play in
the game.

% Games
The season will start on Friday,
September 12™. All games are scheduled
on Fridays from 6:30pm-9:30pm. The
regular season will consist of seven
games.

S % Playoffs

Depending on the number of teams, the
playoffs will be held 2-3 weeks after the
regular season. Every team will make the
playoffs if your team maintains an
average of 3.00 on the sportsmanship
rating.

% Rules
Ten (10) players are allowed on the field
at any given time, including at least four
(4) female players. Each game shall be 7
innings or end after 50 minutes of play,
whichever occurs first. Additional rules
distributed at captain’s meeting.

¥ % Sportsmanship Rating System
In the spirit of the YMCA,
sportsmanship behavior & positive
encouragement are very important. All
teams will adhere to a Sportsmanship
Rating System. After each game, the
official and/or scorekeeper will give
each team a sportsmanship rating (on a
scale of 1 to 5). In order to be eligible
for the playoffs, a team MUST
maintain an average of 3.00 or higher.
Each team captain will receive more
detailed info to give to their players
before the beginning of the season.

% Forfeits

Forfeits must be reported 24 hours in
advance of game time. More than 2
forfeits not reported in advance will
result in disqualification from the
league with no refund.

% Program Membership
Each player on the team must be a
YMCA Facility Member or Program
Member. The Program Membership fee
is $20 per year and is valid for all
household residents. A membership
application must be completed and one
Program Membership card will be
issued per membership (not per
person).
